"Beijing International Students Scholarship" 

Administrative and Implementation Regulations

Chapter One  General Provision

1. Beijing International Students Scholarship (Scholarship for short hereafter) is an exclusive fund set up by the Beijing Municipal Government with the aim of providing financial support to the international applicants for studies at Beijing universities and to the international students who are studying at a Beijing university. The mission of the Scholarship is to support international students' education, scientific research, social services and cultural exchange activities in Beijing universities.

2. The fund for the Scholarship is budgeted by Beijing Municipal Commission of Education which will apply for a special funding from Beijing Municipal Bureau of Finance. The International Cooperation and Exchange Office of Beijing Municipal Commission of Education will be responsible for the planning, assessment, auditing and other miscellaneous jobs concerning the Scholarship, and the Finance Office of Beijing Municipal Commission of Education will be in charge of monitoring the employment and administration of the Scholarship fund.
3. In order to standardize the administration and the employment of the Scholarship fund, maximize the influence and efficiency of the Scholarship, and attract, encourage and support more excellent international students to come to study at Beijing Language and Culture University (BLCU for short hereafter), following the spirit of the Provisional Regulations on Beijing International Students Scholarship Program and of the Implementation Guidelines for Beijing International Students Scholarship Program, BLCU has established the current regulations.

Chapter Two  Target Applicants, Scholarship Supporting Period and Scholarship Quota Distribution among Schools
4. The Scholarship will cover the recipient's tuition. A qualified recipient should meet the following, but not limited to, qualification (and the respective supporting duration follows in the latter part):

A. Outstanding degree-student; 4 academic years at the maximum

B. Advanced visiting scholar; 1 academic year at the maximum

C. General scholar and language student; 1 academic year at the maximum

D. Intercollegiate exchange student or student who has earned various honours during her/his study at BLCU; 1 academic year at the maximum

5. The amount of the Scholarship money will be the same with the program tuition standards of BLCU.
Chapter 3  The Allocation of the Scholarship

6. Distribution of the scholarship quota

80 percent of the Scholarship quota will be given to new students and 20 percent to the on-campus students.

7. Distribution of the scholarship

A. In principle applicants for undergraduate and postgraduate studies will be given preferential assessment.

B. Principles for the grant of Scholarship to new students

  a. The new Ph. D candidates will automatically be eligible for the Scholarship. 

  b. The new M.A candidates that meet at least one of the following criterion will be eligible for the Scholarship:

· Will graduate with honor from BLCU undergraduate study

· Applicants who performed as one of the best in the postgraduate study exams

· Outstanding students recommended by international universities or organizations that are in cooperation agreement with BLCU

· Excellent students recommended by organizations and individuals having close relationship with BLCU
  c. Priority will be given to individual applicants for studies of undergraduate, advanced scholar and long-term language study, while consideration will also be given to outstanding applicants recommended by Chinese embassies, cooperation agencies, and the educational bodies being in cooperation agreement with BLCU.
     d. The Scholarship can also be granted to outstanding applicants recommended by the educational bodies in cooperation agreement with BLCU, even if the study concerned will be short-term ones.
C. The Scholarship quota for on-campus students will be distributed by the International Students Scholarship Review Committee of BLCU.

Chapter 4  The Application, Review of the Application and Grant of the Scholarship
8. Application Qualification

A. All the international applicants that meet the admission requirements of BLCU and are applying for a study at BLCU are eligible for the application of the Scholarship.

B. All the BLCU on-campus international students, including postgraduate, undergraduate, advanced visiting scholar and long-term language students are eligible for the application of the Scholarship.

C. The visiting scholars who are doing academic researches at BLCU, have obtained a Master's degree or an academic title of associate professor or higher, and are under 50 years old are also eligible for the application of the Scholarship.

    D. Students who are already a recipient of any other scholarship are not eligible for the application of the Scholarship.

9. The application procedure

A. New students

    a. The applicants submit the Scholarship application and study application together.

    b. Institutes in cooperation agreement with BLCU submit, on the applicants' behalf, the Scholarship application documents together with the application for the study at BLCU

B. On-campus students

    a. Download the Scholarship application form from BLCU web site or get one from the department office concerned, fill it out and submit it together with other supporting documents to the department office concerned.

    b. The department office reviews the the application documents, and transfers the application documents and the preliminary list of recipients to the Department of Foreign Students.

    c. The Department of Graduate Study is responsible for the preliminary review of the Scholarship applications from graduate study applicants; it should transfer a suggested list and the application documents to the Department of Foreign Students.

10. Review of the Scholarship applications

A. The Department of Foreign Students assesses and reviews the application documents.

B. BLCU International Students Scholarship Review Committee reviews and finalizes the recipients list.

C. The Department of Foreign Students publicises the list on the scale of the whole university.

D. The Committee notifies in written form the Financial Department and the academic department concerned of the final list of the Scholarship recipients; and the departments concerned in turn notifies the recipients themselves.

11. The grant of the Scholarship

A. The recipients of the Scholarship will enjoy a waiver of the tuition as the Scholarship reward.

B. The recipients of the Scholarship will be disqualified and be deprived of the Scholarship if he or she breaks the Chinese laws or university regulations, or is deemed disqualified according the Scholarship regulations.

Chapter 5  Funding and Management
12. The fund for the Scholarship will be sourced primarily by Beijing Municipal Government and BLCU will arrange complementary fund with regard to its own financial profile.

13. The fund will be accounted, managed and deployed as an independent and exclusive fund by the Financial Department of BLCU.

14. The Department of Foreign Students is responsible for the planning, organising, and summing up of the Scholarship project.
15. The review of the Scholarship will be done by the BLCU International Students Scholarship Review Committee.

A. Members of the Committee

BLCU president will act as the chairman

BLCU academic vice-president will act as the standing vice-chairman

Members include directors from: College of Chinese Study, College of Advanced Chinese Study, College of Intensive Chinese Study, College of Social Sciences and Humanities, Department of Graduate Study, Department of Chinese Students Affairs, Financial Department, Supervision and Auditing Department, Department of International Exchange and Cooperation, and Department of Foreign Students.

The Committee Office will be set in the Department of Foreign Students of which the director will act as the Office head.

B. The responsibilities of the Committee

    a. Review and finalize the list of the new students Scholarship recipients

    b. Review and finalize the list of the on-campus students Scholarship recipients

    c. Settle down controversial affairs, deal with appeals and organize re-assessment over unsettled affairs concerning the Scholarship

    d. Revise the Scholarship regulations

The day to day operation of the Committee is responsible by the Committee Office.

Chapter 6  Supplementary Articles

16. Any research intellectual results achieved with the funding of the Scholarship including but not limited to essays, books, patents, softwares and database should be marked in a proper way with the information "Funded by Beijing International Students Scholarship". The affairs concerning the ownership and employment of the intellectual property right will be subject to relevant Chinese laws and regulations.

17. The Committee has the final right for the interpretation of the current regulation.

18. The current regulation comes into effect upon publication.
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
